1. buoyancy: The force that keeps something afloat.

2. displacement: One object that moves out of the way to make room for another.
3. cargo: Objects a ship holds
4. capacity: The amount that can be held by a container. Larger containers have larger capacity.
5. volume: 
The amount of space an object takes up. 

· Water displacement can be used to measure the volume of a solid.  
· The volume of a liquid can be measured using a graduated cylinder.
6. mass: The amount of material in an object. 

· Mass is measured using a balance scale.
